Dr. Janis Amatuzio, Forensic Pathologist 

We invite you to attend this program, which will be held in the sanctuary at 
Zumbro Lutheran Church on November 1 at 10 a.m.  The event is open to the 
public but you must have a ticket to attend.

In the course of 
her work, she has heard extraordinary stories from grieving family members, 
patients near death, police off icers, clergy, and colleagues Ð stories of spiritual 
experiences concerning the transition between life and death.  As a forensic 
pathologist, Dr. Amatuzio is a physician who speaks for the dead, yet her loving 
words heal the living.
